— Taiwan is located in the Pacific Ocean just 160 kilometres from the

southeast coast of mainland China. An island naton shaped like a long,
narrow tobacco leaf, it is bound by the East China, Philippine and South China
Sea’s and the Taiwan Strait. Its major cites are Taipel, its capital, and Kaohsi-

ung, the southern port city.

— About 4,000 years ago the Taiwanese aborigines setled in Taiwan

establishing a unique culture that is stll present to this day. The Han Chinese
began to setle in the 13th century and now comprise the vast majority of
Taiwanese. Since the 16th century Taiwan has been visited and subject to rule
by several di erent world powers, each lending their own influences to the
island. The Portuguese were the first Western explorers to discover what they
named llha Formosa or “Beautful Island.” Both and Dutch and the Japanese

ruled over Taiwan for a tme. During the Chinese Civil War, the Republic of

China government, led by military leader Chiang Kai-shek, retreated from Mainland China and established a government on

Taiwan. Untl Chiang’s death in 1975, Taiwan was ruled by a one-party system under Marshall Law, untl his son, Chiang

Ching-kuo, began to liberalise the country, establishing the foundaton of today’s democratc, capitalist Taiwan.



International Access

Taiwan is a major Asian hub. An 8.5 hour flight from Sydney,
1 hour from Hong Kong and Shanghai and 1.5 hours from
Guangzhou, 1 hour to it serves as a major internatonal

stopover for those heading to the United States or Europe.

Shopping

Taiwan is fast becoming the trend-settng capital of Asia. Its
shopping districts are abuzz with a shopping atmosphere

rivaling those of Rodeo Drive or Fifh Avenue.

Taiwan’s is home to several main shopping districts, each exhibitng an excitng blend of history and style, including Taipei’s

¢4l Ximending area, Where the towering billboards and neon lights of this the main
shopping and fashion district of Taipei, resembles the electric atmosphere of inner-city
Tokyo or Times Square. Amongst an array of shops you can find large mult-story

department stores from Japan that carry all the latest designer fashions.

The looming Taipei 101, now the iconic symbol of Taiwan’s modernity, features its own
extensive mall with an exquisite range of retail outlets. Visited by up to 20,000 people
per day, the mall showcases upscale boutques of all the major internatonal fashion

brands, including shops that carry exclusive items not available elsewhere in Taipei.

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Leisure
Golf in Taipei:

Taiwanese golf courses have a rich history of hostng some of the world’s greatest
players and tournaments, with Tiger Woods and Jack Nicklaus amongst its greatest
admirers. Taipei 0 ers a wide range of golf courses providing the perfect place for

delegates atending MICE in Taipei City to relax and unwind. Some of the best Taipei

golf courses include:

Ta Shee Golf Club
Host of the Johnny Walker golf tournament, the BMW Asian Open and the TW

Skins, the Ta Shee Golf Club contains 27 holes and features fairways of varying
di cultes, suitng both amateur and professional players. PGA greats including
Tiger Woods and John Daly are among many others to play the course and to have

stayed at the club lodge, which features its very own hot-spring.

Miramar Golf & Country Club
Designed by PGA great Jack Nicklaus and costng over $US1billion to construct,

the Miramar Golf Country Club is a 36-hole course located only 30 mins from
Taipei City. A course to test your golfing strategy and technique, it features 12

ponds and 111 bunkers and winding fairways designed for professionals.

Pa Li International Golf Course
Built on a hill facing the ocean, it has a genuine Scotsh coastal style. The first nine

wholes are significantly di erent from the last nine. The distances between the first
nine holes are long and have gentle slopes. The last nine feature undulatng

fairways, water hazards and numerous sand traps.




Tong Hwa Golf & Country Club

Facing the ocean and surrounded by mountains, the 7th hole of this 18 hole
course was chosend by the US Golf Magazine as one of the top 500 fairways in
the world. Golfers can enjoy the varied nature of the course as well as the sky
and sea scenery, with the ups and downs, twists and turns of the fairway posing

a challenge for golfers.

Sightseeing & Sample Tours

Taipei City o ers numerous cultural, historical and architectural sites for
MICE delegates to explore. Two tours are available that take in some of the

best sites in the city, including:

Martyrs' Shrine
Located behind the Grand Hotel, the scenic Martyrs' Shrine was built in 1969 and

is modelled afer the Hall of Supreme Harmony of the Forbidden City in Beijing.

The shrine rises from an expansive park-like settng in a ring of mountains, adding

further to its majestc allure.

National Palace Museum
The Natonal Palace Museum boasts the world's largest and most impressive

collecton of Chinese art and artfacts, datng back more than 7,000 years.
The full collecton comprises over 650,000 items, including calligraphy,

paintngs, jade, bronze, silk and curio pieces.

National Taiwan Democracy Memorial Hall
This memorial hall is home to several classical Chinese buildings, including the
stately memorial itself as well as the Natonal Concert Hall and Natonal Theater.

Another highlight is the hourly honor guard display.

Presidential Office Building
This renaissance-style building has been the highest seat of government in
Taiwan for over a century, first as the o  ce of the governor general'so ce
during the Japanese colonial period, and afer 1949 as Taiwan's "White

House." Natonal festvals are hosted here.




Taiwan Handicraft Promotion Center (Chinese Handicraft Mart)
For nearly five decades, this non-profit center has presented Taiwan's largest
selecton of traditonal local handicrafs, from jewellery, carvings and paintngs

to furniture, glasswork and aboriginal ornaments, all at reasonable prices.

Lungshan Temple
Taipei is home to many temples. Of these, Lungshan (Dragon Mountain)

Temple is the oldest and most famous. It is also one of Taiwan's finest

examples of temple architecture.

Taipei 101
Taipei 101 is the tallest building in the world. The 508-meter structure has 101

floors and is situated at the center of the Hsin Yi District, TaipeiCity.

Taipei Night-markets

Night markets are a cultural insttuton in Taiwan, showcasing an enormous
variety of traditonal Taiwanese snacks, delicacies, crafs and other products

to overflowing streets filled with market-goers.

Relaxation

Taiwan, the Hot-Spring Kingdom
Taiwan'’s natural reserve of hot-spring sites located close by to Taipei pose as the ultmate relaxaton for those atending MICE
events in the city. Ranked among the world's Top 15 hot spring sites, Taiwan has the highest concentraton and greatest variety

of hot-springs in the world. Two popular sites close by to Taipei City are located in Beitou and Yangmingshan.

Beitou Hot-Spring
Easily reached by public transport, Beitou is encircled by heavily forested
mountains. It is an area of rare scenic beauty that has been atractng visitors for
more than a century. A legacy of the Japanese colonisers who instgated the idea
of utlising hot spring water as a curatve therapy, the first hot-spring hotel

opened in Beitou in 1896.

Known as the hot-spring capital of Taiwan, Beitou’s white sulphur hot-springs,

also known as “Milk Springs”, maintain a temperature between 38-42 degrees
and can be found in the Beitou Hot Springs Park (Qinshui Park) Staton. Within the park are fountains, the Beitou Hot Springs
Museum and an outdoor hot spring. Beitou’s hot-springs were first utlised by the Japanese who exploited them for their therapeutc
propertes. The calm, soothing waters provide a natural embrace, cleansing your body and relaxing your soul while providing a

natural remedy to joint pain, skin conditons and muscle tension.



Yangmingshan Hot-Spring
There are many hot springs bubbling from the scenic slopes of Yangmingshan, a
natonal park spreading over the northern precincts of Taipei. Located about
40mins north-east of Taipei City, the volcanic landscape of Yangmingshan
contains several hot-springs within its four separate areas: Yangmingshan

Natonal Park, Machao, Lengshueikeng and Huogengziping, each with their own

distnctve features and therapeutc mineral qualites.

Macao
Macao is a popular hot spring spot at Yangmingshan Natonal Park. The volcanic
springs are slightly acidic, gray and have a sulfuric smell. The water is especially
good at relieving fatgue and promotng circulaton. Another atracton at Macao
is the arched Macao Bridge. The picturesque span is especially eye-catching at

night when it is illuminated with lights.

Lengshueikeng
Lengshueikeng are also known as “Milk Springs” and hover at a temperature of
about 40 degrees. Contained in craters that have a distnctve bowl shape, the
hot-springs are divided into two parts. One is the hot spring cave that is full of
ivory white colour powder crystal, only for visitng. The other side contains the

“Milk Springs”, which are used for bathing.
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
